English
This term, children’s English lessons will be centred on key texts (some of which link to other areas of the curriculum). These key texts will give the children the chance to write a range of genres, such as a formal letter of advice, a story recount, narrative and adapted narrative We will also be using a range of fiction, non-fiction and poetry texts during our daily RAMP lessons - this helps us to improve our comprehension skills.



Geography
For our Geography topic, we will be learning about Deforestation and Global Trade. We will be looking at its impact on the environment as well as how global trade connects countries around the world.

In Science, our topic will be Properties and Changes of Materials. We will investigate how materials can change, exploring reversible and irreversible changes, as well as how substances dissolve to form solutions.

History
In History, we will be focusing on Crime and Punishment. We will investigate how crime and punishment have evolved over time, from Roman Britain to the present day.

Homework & Spellings
Children will receive spellings every Friday to learn. Homework will focus on their reading skills, spellings and times tables.


Maths
We will start this term by looking at perimeter and area, with a key focus on using written methods to solve calculations. We will then move on to statistics, where we will learn how to read and interpret data in graphs and tables. Finally, we will study shape and measuring angles.
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
